         We are gradually getting over the minor adverse physical effects that our 
last Jesus Film project to Guatemala had on these aging bodies of ours. We are 
glad however to be able to report that we are alive and well and very thankful for 
all that we have learned and experienced on this project in Guatemala! What an 
encouragement and blessing it was to be able to hear reports and also personally 
observe how God is transforming the lives of many Mam speaking Guatemalans 
who are scattered throughout the mountainous terrain in Central Guatemala! 
Using the Jesus Film in the Central Mam language and the 3 sets of equipment 
that we were able to provide for them, the local believers are now effectively 
reaching out to their own people. Mam believers reaching Mam speaking people 
in their own language! 

     This Mam pastor from Cajola and his people welcomed us into their village and enthusiastically participated in 
each of the 8 Jesus Film showings that we did in their community. They led us along the narrow dirt paths that directed 
us to the primitive rural homes situated among the hand cultivated corn fields. Together we handed out invitations and 
sought opportunities to share about the difference that Jesus has made in our lives. Their witness led many to attend the 
showings where they could hear about the story and message of Jesus Christ and learn about God’s desire to have a 
personal relationship with them. Over 1200 people from Cajola came out to watch the Jesus Film showings in the 
Mam language! Many of those viewers believed in their hearts and chose to confess Jesus as Lord! 

 

The Bible says “If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God 
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  ….  Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” 
(Rom.10: 9 and 12) It does not matter what language one uses to “confess that Jesus is Lord” God understands them all! 
The Bible also tells us that inhabitants “from every tribe and language and people and nation”  will call upon the 
name of the Lord and be saved and one day we will all stand together before the throne of God and proclaim in one 
heavenly language “Worthy is the  Lamb!”  (Rev.5:9) 

 

Thanks to your prayers and generosity, many Mam speaking people from Guatemala have had an opportunity to 
hear about God’s plan of salvation for all of mankind. In the last 3 years over 80,000 Mam people have viewed the 
Jesus Film with a total of over 4500 people indicating that they wanted to have a personal relationship with God. 
There now are 27 new discipleship groups that have been formed so that new believers will have an opportunity to 
fellowship and study God’s word. However, this work has only begun since it is estimated that at least 400,000 more 
Mam people in the country of Guatemala still need to be reached. Your prayers and gifts are making a difference!
